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RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD APPROVING EXAMINATIONS 

FOR CREDIT FOR STUDENTS IN GRADES 6–12 

WHO HAVE HAD PRIOR INSTRUCTION 

WHEREAS, 19 Administrative Code 74.24(c)(9) (SBOE rules) provides that, in accordance 

with District policy, a student in grades 6–12 may be given credit for an academic subject in 

which he or she had some prior instruction if the student scores 70 percent or higher on a cri-

terion-referenced test approved by the Board for the applicable course; 

WHEREAS, Board policy authorizes administrators to offer such a student the opportunity to 

demonstrate mastery in a subject in order to earn course credit or a final grade in the limited 

circumstances described in EHDB(LOCAL); 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that for each secondary subject, the Board of San 

Felipe Del Rio Consolidated Independent School District approves the following examina-

tions: 

 Examinations developed by the District that the Superintendent determines cover the 

essential knowledge and skills for each applicable subject area; 

 Examinations developed by the University of Texas at Austin; 

 Examinations developed by Texas Tech University; and 

The authority granted by this resolution is effective until the Board revokes such authority by 

further action.
