Common Chain “

The facilitator of the professional development session will stand up and tell the audience a few things
about herself. As soon as someone hears something said by the facilitator that she has in common
with her, that person will stand up and link arms with the facilitator. The person who has linked his arm
with the facilitator will then begin to talk about himself, starting with the thing he has in common with
the facilitator.
